partnerships with local venues and suppliers, deal with
enquiries and bookings. You will entertain at the groups,

or manage your entertainer’s dairies. 

Do I need experience in marketing or sales?

Not at all, we will train you with our processes and
the correct way to build relationships. Confidence and

motivation are the most important attributes to
become a thriving franchise.

What happens if I’m sick or on holiday?

This job should never run you into the ground,
and we all need time to spend with friends and family.

We have a central HQ that helps look after
your classes when you’re away or ill.

Do I need to entertain at the groups myself?

If you have the energy and confidence to be
an entertainer that’s perfect, but if you’d rather focus
